(VARIOUS DISABLED PERSONS’ PARKING PLACES - MORAY)

 ORDER 2024

 Moray Council in exercise of the powers conferred upon it by the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, as amended and all other enabling powers, and after consultation with the Chief Constable in accordance with Part III of Schedule 9 to the 1984 Act, hereby makes the following order:
GENERAL
1. This Order may be cited as “Moray Council (Various Disabled Persons’ Parking Places – Moray) Order 2024” and will come into operation on
 (date to be inserted). 

2. The Interpretation Act 1978 shall apply for the interpretation of this order as it applies to the interpretation of an Act of Parliament.

DESIGNATION OF DISABLED PARKING SPACES

3. Each of the parts of the roads specified in the Schedule to this Order are authorised to be used, subject to the provisions of Articles 5, 6 and 7 of this Order, as a parking place for disabled persons’ badge holders on such conditions as are specified.

4. Nothing in Article 3 of this Order shall restrict the power of the Council for preventing obstructions of the streets, by Order, on the occasion of any public procession, or where the streets are thronged or liable to be obstructed, to close any parking place.

5. The disabled persons badge shall be exhibited on the vehicle:
(a) In the case of a two wheeled motorcycle, having a sidecar attached thereto, in a conspicuous position on the nearside of the vehicle in front of the driving seat; and

(b) in the case of other vehicles

(i) where the vehicle is fitted with a front windscreen, on the nearside of and immediately behind the windscreen and with its front facing forwards so as to be legible from outside the vehicle; or

(ii) where the vehicle is not fitted with a front windscreen, on the nearside of the road. The disabled persons badge, while exhibited on the vehicle, shall be so placed that the expiry date of the disabled persons badge is clearly visible to a person standing at the nearside of the vehicle.

6. No person shall knowingly exhibit on any vehicle any disabled persons badge which has been altered, defaced, mutilated or added to or upon which figures have become illegible.

7. The driver of the vehicle shall not permit it to wait in a parting place specified in the Schedule to this Order unless a valid disabled person’s badge is displayed in the manner specified in Article 5 to this Order

GENERAL
8. Upon the coming into effect of this Order any orders made or having effect as if made under Road Traffic Regulation Act, 1984 and existing at the time when this Order comes into operation which impose a restriction or prohibition of waiting on any of the lengths of road specified in the Schedule to this Order, are hereby revoked.
