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CHILDREN’S INTERNET USE POLICY

· Moray Libraries and Information Service provides access through the Internet to a wide range of resources that meet learning, information, leisure and cultural needs of the community of Moray.

· Internet access is provided free to all library members.  Membership is open to all those who live in, work in, study in or visit Moray and is free.

· The Internet is a world wide network and the Moray Libraries and Information Service is not responsible for the accuracy, validity, legality or usefulness of information available.

· Transmission of any material in violation of any laws is prohibited.  This includes, but is not limited to: copyrighted material; threatening or obscene material; pornographic material; racist material; or material protected by trade secret.

· Internet terminals for young people aged under 16 are available in the children’s area in Buckie, Elgin, Forres and Keith libraries.

· Young people may not access the Internet terminals in the adult areas of the library.

· Printing and downloading services are available.

· Failure to adhere to the Internet Use Policy may lead to withdrawal of the user’s internet access.
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
