Please note, some groups may finish early and some slightly later, if possible parents will be phoned to give a more accurate time, otherwise we ask that you be available to pick participants up between these times, thank you.

The DofE Bronze expedition qualifier involves a minimum of 6 hours of planned activity; the expedition must have an aim, and is an unaccompanied, self-reliant expedition.

There is a no-alcohol policy on all DofE expeditions and events, no matter of age and any instances of alcohol will result in the whole expedition being cancelled.


The expedition supervisors will be remote supervising the group to ensure their safety and enjoyment, and the assessor will be agreeing to meet them at certain points on the 2-day expedition to assess them as a group on areas such as team work, navigation and camp craft.

All adults involved in the training and supervision of the expedition sections are volunteers who give up their free time and are not paid in any way to support participants, so we ask that you give them the respect they are due and thank them for their time and effort with you. The volunteers have all the correct disclosures, training and qualifications and work under The Moray Council’s DofE licence for expeditions organised through The Moray Council only.

We ask that parents assist with helping to organise transport and car-sharing where possible. In the event of an incident can parents please be aware they may be called upon to come and pick their child up from the expedition area.

Participants must ensure they have all the relevant equipment for their expedition and it is their responsibility to attend relevant meetings and ensure they have completed a route card and have planned their aim of the expedition, as they are required to complete a presentation on their qualifying expedition within a few weeks after they have finished. It is also their responsibility to look after any equipment they borrow (tents/rucksacks) and ensure they are returned appropriately or late or replacement fees may apply .Thank you and Good Luck!
